BENTELER is a family business now owned by the fourth gener-
ation of the founding family. Founded in 1876 by Carl Benteler,
today the company is owned by Hubertus Benteler Ges.m.b.H.
and Dr. Ing. E.h. Helmut Benteler GmbH, each of which has a
50% share.

Hubertus Benteler (born 1946) was himself active in the
management of the company for many years. In the early 1980s,
he was the fourth generation of the Benteler family to become a
member of the Executive Board. On January 1, 1991 Hubertus
Benteler became Chairman of the Executive Board. For more
than 26 years under his leadership, BENTELER expanded: New
plants were added in Europe, Asia and America.

Hubertus Benteler moved from the Executive Board to the Su-
pervisory Board in April 2017, passing on the responsibility for
executive management of the Group to Ralf Géttel.

Ralf Gottel (born 1966) has been Chief Executive Officer (CEO)
of the BENTELER Group since April 2017. He is responsible for
Strategy and Mergers & Acquisitions; Human Resources, IT;
